
Detec�ve Supervisor: Medicaid Fraud Control Unit (MFCU) – New York City 

 The Office of the Atorney General is seeking qualified candidates for a Detec�ve Supervisor posi�on 
located in New York City. Candidates should be hard-working, mo�vated, and commited to public 
service on behalf of the people of the State of New York.  

MFCU, the centerpiece of New York’s efforts to combat Medicaid provider fraud, is looking for 
experienced leaders to supervise inves�gators who conduct complex inves�ga�ons into fraud commited 
by Medicaid providers and others in the healthcare industry who steal from New York State, those 
involved in the diversion of prescrip�on narco�cs, and to inves�gate and prosecute abuse and neglect of 
residents in nursing homes, hospitals, and other residen�al healthcare facili�es. 

The qualifica�ons for this posi�on are: Must have at least 10 years’ experience at the criminal 
inves�gator level, or at least the supervisory level of sergeant. The inves�ga�ve/supervisory experience 
must be in the inves�ga�on of complex crimes and criminal organiza�ons. Must possess a thorough 
knowledge of New York State Penal Law and Criminal Procedure Law, including the rules of evidence. 
Must have experience in conduc�ng undercover inves�ga�ons execu�ng search and eavesdropping 
warrants. Must have considerable experience tes�fying before grand juries, eviden�ary hearings, and 
trials. Must be a skilled communicator regarding report wri�ng and verbal communica�on and be able to 
demonstrate those skill sets. Must be skilled in Microso� Word, u�lizing electronic commercial and 
government use databases.  

Preferred Qualifica�ons: A Graduate of the FBI Na�onal Academy. A bachelor’s degree from an 
accredited college. Con�nuing Educa�on Cer�ficates in Law Enforcement, Behavioral Science, or 
communica�on skills training, from an accredited training provider such as the NYS Division of Criminal 
Jus�ce Services. Exper�se in Computer Forensics, Financial Crimes, or organized crime inves�ga�on. 
Fluency in a second language.  

Qualifica�ons in addi�on to those listed above: 

 Must have at least ten years of law enforcement and current NYS basic police school cer�fica�on. 

 Must possess a valid NYS driver’s license and have the ability to drive a motor vehicle. 

 The Public Officer’s Law requires that police officers at the OAG be ci�zens of the United States and 
reside in New York State.
